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Free transport for elderly, disabled on Kenya election day

The Matatu Owners Association (MOA) will offer free transport to the elderly and the disabled on Kenya's election day on 8
August 2017 to ensure they participate in the polls.
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Speaking to the nation earlier this week, MOA chairman Simon Kimutai said the transport services will be provided across
the country.

"We will provide free transport for the elderly of 75 years and above and the disabled, who will be given first priority to be
transported to and from the polling stations without pay," said Kimutai.
